1, Storage in the Boiler room

Everything will need to be removed as it a possible fire risk! , this will be a problem as there is no where to store  the spare chairs!

2, Rear Fire exits

Steps are wobbly and need to be improved, some may need additional steps, Dusk to dawn lighting needs to be installed so that anybody exiting can see where they are going. Footpath and Signage towards muster point needs to be installed.

3, Changing room (rear) & Kitchen Doors

Do we need to change the doors and frames so doors open outwards or do we need to fit some form of lock so that the doors can be opened easily in an emergency!

4, Rubbish at side of clubhouse 

Needs to be removed as the doors provide a fire risk and the metal work a trip hazard.

5, Rubbish bins 

All external bins should be kept away from the clubhouse as they pose a fire risk, as they can easily be ignited. Bins should also be locked when we are not filling with waste, as we are responsible for all waste that is put into the containers.

6. Fire extinguishers 

We have had them tested but some advise needs to be sought as clubhouse ones are locked behind the bar. So when the bar is locked there is no extinguisher.

7, Drain cover hole in changing room walkway 

Needs a cover fitting asap as it is a trip hazard

8, Fence off access to water at rear of clubhouse
Danger as somebody could fall in to the water !

9, Old container at rear of club.

Needs to be disposed of as contains rats!

10, Room Dividers 

Need to be repaired as they are failing apart.

11, Muster point for fire evacuation,

Needs to be established and suitable signposted 

12, Club First Aid Kits 

Kitchen needs to be checked and re filled, First Aid kit should also be stored behind the bar !

13, Responsible person list, (in charge of club)

Needs to be drawn up so suitable training can be provided as required. First Aid, Unlocking / Locking, Evacuation procedure etc.

Perhaps basic training is they are not supervising events / club hires and more detailed if they are !
