1. I have still not seen the brewery invoices to take this further.

2. The relief road works are in progress on the southern pitch and Barry Ross MacKenzie is the club representative who is liaising with DCC, Langley and DWO whilst I am away. Please direct any concerns through Barry. Be aware this is a construction site (and was so officially from 5th May!!!) and hard hats and goggles are required. Any delays to date have been due to the “Certification paperwork” required by Skanska for all operatives on site. We are looking into further funding from the RFU Capital Fund for some much needed additional top soil by end May.
