What you’ll do:

— Liaise with the Main Committee to make sure the right measures are put in place
— Lead the assessment process and liaise with the RFU

How much time it will take up:
1-2 hours a week on average, although you’ll need more time at the start if your Club
hasn't already achieved the accreditation.
